Each year, 4-H members raise market animal projects (lambs, goats, pigs,
and steers) to be shown at the New Jersey State Fair ®/Sussex County
Farm & Horse Show in August. Many 4-H members opt to sell their
project animals at auction g:'ough the 4-H Market Animal Sale (MAS).

For these 4-H members, the Sale caps their efforts to raise a livestock
project. Members often use profits from the sale to cover college expenses
or fund next year’s project.

It is a great way to fill your freezer with fresh, homegrown, all-
natural beef, lamb, pork, or chevon (goat meat). It is not uncommon for
several supporters to pool resources in bidding for an animal, especially
when purchasing a steer.
